An entry fee of $20.00 per animal must accompany all entries. Fees are non-refundable. Entries must be
postmarked by January 20. Late fees of $30 per head are due after January 20.

The Tom Harbin Ag Center is located on Airport Road in Luverne.

All animals must be in place at the Tom Harbin Ag Center by 11:00 a.m. on January 28. Check-in for steers
and heifers will be held on January 28 from 9:00 — 11:00 a.m. The facilities will be open for receiving cattle
on January 27 from 5:00 — 8:00 p.m. for out-of-town exhibitors planning to arrive early.

Space under the barn is available first come, first served. Chutes are not permitted under the barn with
animals. Electrical outlets are limited. Generators are necessary.

This is a blow and go show. All animals will be exhibited at owner's risk and in their natural state, clean
and clipped.

All animals must be halter broken and well groomed. Cattle that are uncontrollable or not in creditable
condition will be ruled out. Owner must furnish feed and care of animals. Bedding will be available for
purchase. Exhibitors can bring own bedding if desired.

All classes will be divided into an equal number of entries per class with a reasonable range in age or
weight. All heifers must be born on or after January 1, 2010. Registered heifers must have registration
papers at check-in. There must be 3 registered heifers to declare a breed class. If breed fails to make, those
registered heifers will show as AOB. Commercial heifers and steers will be shown by weight.

For cattle crossing state lines, entries will abide by the same health regulations as those in open shows.
